Since May 2014, the right to be forgotten has allowed web users to ask 
search engines to delete certain information about them.
The Musée Transitoire appropriates this legal concept to question the 
regimes of individual presence in contemporary society and the place of 
authors in the field of art.

This right to be forgotten thus becomes an idiorhythmic manifesto, a 
term that Roland Barthes borrows from the religious vocabulary of 
monasteries to describe the rhythm of life of certain monks who live 
both in isolation and in community, in a compromise between with-
drawal and engagement.

The invited artists have transdisciplinary practices that blur the boun-
dary between art and life. Some merge with their works, others distance 
themselves from them. Others set up administrative works or procedu-
ral actions. Others produce nothing and have withdrawn from the art 
system to express passive resistance. In general, they do not seek 
answers.

Like many of the artists to whom this new edition pays tribute, the 
Musée Transitoire does not wish to produce new things, it simply 
wishes to observe the existence of things, to bear witness to the tem-
poral or geographical traces they leave behind. Simultaneously absent 
and present, active and passive, rich and devoid of functionality, the 
Musée Transitoire is passing through. It infiltrates, withdraws, and its 
presence goes beyond the scope of exhibition.

This third edition takes over an administrative office building that used 
to house the social security system for the self-employed (RSI) located 
in the 12th arrondissement of Paris.
